In their 
opinion, the survey result is an accurate picture of the TCHC overall 
tenant population. 7% of TCHC’s total number of tenants living in 
Seniors Designated were included in the sample – 27% responded. 5% 
of TCHC’s total number of tenants living in family/mixed buildings were 
included in the sample – 73% responded. To exclude seniors from the 
overall survey does not significantly impact the overall survey results.
